As we prepare to kick off another great school year, I wanted to provide our school community with the  
following information:  On Wednesday, August 4th, Illinois Governor JB Pritzker announced that masks will 
be required for students, teachers and staff at all PreK-12 public schools in Illinois effective immediately.  
 

This new order is part of the state’s ongoing effort to combat a new surge of COVID-19 cases.  

Students will be socially distanced district-wide to the greatest extent possible. In addition to education, a 
main focus remains the health of our students, staff and community.  
 

We thank everyone for your support as we continue to navigate the complexities of this new normal.  

All PreK-12students will resume their regular 
bell schedule . School days will begin at 8:00 
a.m. and dismiss at 3:05 p.m. each day.

Students will attend school five days per week 
for  full school days. Remote instruction may 
be made available ONLY for students who have 
not yet been fully vaccinated or who are not 
eligible for the COVID-19 vaccine AND only if 
under quarantine consistent with guidance or 
requirements from a local public health  
department or the Illinois Dept of Public 
Health.  
 

Remote instruction will only be offered per ILCS 
5/10-30 and 105 ILCS 5/34-18.66.  

BGS, LMS and HHS students will eat lunch in 
their cafeterias for the 21-22 school year while 
HIS  students will eat lunch in their classrooms 
to start the year.  
 

Students will resume use of lockers at all  
applicable attendance centers.   

The above mask requirement is inclusive of 
youth sports and activities with masks now 
also being required for INDOOR extra-
curriculars and sports.  
 

In line with CDC guidance, masks are not  
required for activities OUTDOORS where  
transmission risks and rates are lower.  
 

This policy is subject to change as Herscher 
CUSD #2 continues to closely monitor local 
conditions.  

Students and staff who test positive or who are  
symptomatic for COVID-19 must isolate per CDC/
IDPH guidelines.  
 

Those identified as close contacts of someone 
who has tested positive must quarantine unless 
they are fully vaccinated.
